Along with spring comes the start of 
home renovations.  There are new 
grants available through the City of 
Medicine Hat at 
www.city.medicine-hat.ab.ca, click on 
energy conservation seminars, or go 
directly to www.hatsmart.ca.  The 
hatsmart website will directly link you 
to the Federal ecoEnergy Grant 
information and to the Canadian Home 
Renovation Tax Credit, plus the 
Community Environmental Grant, 
Home Renovation Rebate and the 
building Green Residential Lots. 
 
Medicine Hatters can triple dip for 
savings that may never be seen again.  
According to Stephen Farrell of Verda 
Tech Energy Management & 
Consulting Services, these are the 
short term reno’s that provide the least 
expensive changes for the quickest 
return on investment:  insulating 
basements & attics; draft proofing; 
insulating basement headers; 
changing your incandescent bulbs to 
fluorescent bulbs, and low flush toilets. 
 The long term ones are more costly 
and provide a slower return rate, such 
as insulation for exterior walls; 
replacing doors and window; 
geothermal systems; replacing air 
conditioning units and insulating 
vaulted ceilings. 

DID YOU KNOW 

Not all flowers bloom during the day. 
Night bloomers include moonflowers, 
evening primrose, angel’s trumpet 
and even certain species of day lilies - 
moon frolic and toltec sundial.  If you 
like to spend time outside in the 
evening do not miss out on these 
surprising, fragrant flowers; plant 
some near your seating area for 
extra impact.
